Prepare for an Apprenticeship in Agriculture or Horticulture

If you are interested in working in Agriculture or Horticulture via the apprenticeship route you may want to
find out more about what you can do to strengthen your application. The following will help with this.

Where can | look for an Apprenticeship?

One of the first things to do is to register with the Government apprenticeship website. This will alert you
to Agriculture or Horticulture apprenticeships happening near you. Register here.

Will you need GSCE passes? How many? Or A-Levels or BTECs? Are there any grades and subjects needed?

Where is the employer’s location?
How will you get there - by walking, bus, train? Will you need to move and find accommodation?

What qualifications will you gain with the apprenticeship?
For example, Stockperson Apprenticeship (beef, pigs, sheep, dairy) Level 2

What training provider or college is linked to the apprenticeship? Where are they based and how will you
get there?

What will they be looking for?

Employers will look for:
e Practical skills, able to work well with your hands.
e Good communication skills, understanding tasks to be completed and dealing with other
people/customers.
e Willingness to work in all weather conditions,
e Willingness to learn and train due to new products or fashions.
e Like problem-solving.
e Health and Safety conscious.
e Time management and being able to plan.

How can | demonstrate | have the skills? How can | stand out from the crowd?

You will need an excellent CV to sell you and your skills and strengths.
