For example, Carpentry and Joinery Level 2

What training provider or college is linked to the apprenticeship?
Where are they based and how will you get there?

What will they be looking for?

Employers will look for:

e Practical skills, able to work well with your hands, are you good at Design Technology, decorating,
tinkering with machinery or repairing things that will show your skills?

e Attention to detail, completing tasks well.

e Willingness to learn and train as this will never end with continuous developments in the
construction industry.

e Problem-solving skills.

e A good team player and communication skills.

e Health and Safety conscious.

o Self-belief

e Good time management skills

Where can a career in the Construction industry take you?

When qualified and with experience, you could progress to become a site supervisor. You might also want

to set up your own company and become self-employed. You could move to a more specialist role or move
into training.

Anything else you should know?

Be well prepared, start your search early, and keep a list of where you have applied to. Practice interviews.
Be confident in yourself.

Check if you will need a Construction Skills Certification Scheme (CSCS) card before you are allowed on a
building site.

Have a backup plan.
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
