What qualifications will you gain with the apprenticeship?
For example, IT Solutions Technician Level 3

What training provider or college is linked to the apprenticeship?
Where are they based and how will you get there?

What will they be looking for?

Employers will look for:
e Good IT skills and knowledge.
e Ability to think logically.
e Attention to detail, completing tasks well.
e Willingness to learn and train as this will never end with continuous developments in IT.
e Problem-solving skills.
e A good team player and communication skills.
o Self-belief.
e Good time management skills.

How can | demonstrate | have the skills? How do | stand out from the crowd?

You will need an excellent CV to sell you and your skills and strengths.
